Which of these uses con-

cerns Christian love, as defined by Paul in 1 

Corinthians 13?  Such love as Georgia 

Harkness (1891-1979) reminds us, “links 
love of God and love of neighbor in a two-

fold Great Commandment from which nei-

ther element can be dropped, so sin 

against neighbor lack of human love is sin 

against God.” 

 Be alert for someone who needs to see 

God’s love in action.  Do whatever you can 

to demonstrate this love.
